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A Call To Discipleship
By Andrew Womack

Today we're going to talk about being a disciple and how to make disciples of
other people.

| want to remind you that the Lord gave us a command not to go make converts,
not to just get people to confess Jesus as their Lord and receive forgiveness of
sins, but to make disciples. Although those first two are vital, and I'm not
minimizing that at all, the real purpose has to be to go beyond being born again
and to go on to maturity. The goal of a Christian, who is a disciple, should be to go
and make disciples of other people.

Jesus told us to go and make disciples, to bring people to maturity and able to
reproduce. Our church world today hasn't done this. We've put the responsibility
of getting people born again on what we call the clergy, or ministers. We have
evangelists who travel around, hold large crusades, and see thousands of people
make decisions for the Lord. Though some of them are not really born again but
are just experiencing emotions, I'm sure there are people who are truly born
again and have a relationship with the Lord. Most of the time, however, there's
not an emphasis on going on and becoming a disciple, and that's not the way God
intended it to be.

| compare this to a person who loves babies. It would be totally irresponsible to
have a baby, be excited about it, but only like seeing it born. When you have a
child, you have to assume responsibility to train and raise it. We tell people, "The
main thing is to get born again, to confess Jesus as your Lord." When that
happens, we pat them on the back and say, "Now you're a Christian. Believe God,
study the Bible and everything will be okay." That is not the Lord's emphasis.
Because of this, we've produced people, many of whom have made heart felt
commitments to the Lord, but have no maturity. They are unable to reproduce
their faith because there is no material to help them. Instead of being positive
witnesses for Jesus, they actually become negative witnesses. He intends for us to
go out and reach people in a way that they become full-fledged disciples and are
able to reproduce their faith in others.
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If you led one person to the Lord every six months, separated yourself and
discipled them to the point that they became a mature Christian who could
reproduce their faith, at the end of six months there'd only be two Christians.
Then, if each one of you led one person to the Lord, separated yourselves and
discipled them for six months, at the end of a year there'd be four Christians. This
doesn't look comparable to a person who could lead a thousand people to the
Lord in a crusade and get them to confess Jesus. Most people would say, "Well,
this discipleship method only produces four converts in the first year, whereas the
other method would produce a thousand converts. We have to go with the other
one." The man who could lead a thousand people to the Lord would have led
35,000 people to the Lord. That's good, and nobody would criticize it; but it's just
a drop in the bucket compared to the world population. Basically, that's the way
the Church has been functioning.

If we emphasize discipleship, the person who leads one person to the Lord every
six months and those two do the same, in just a little over twelve and a half years
they would evangelize more than the population of the world. Some people think
That can'tbe, but | challenge you to figure it out. I've multiplied it out, and in a
little over twelve-and-a-half years, one person discipling another person every six
months, making them are producing member of the body of Christ, could
evangelize five and a half billion people versus twelve-and-a-half thousand people
with the other method.

If we could get you to where you not only experienced victory and maturity
yourself but had a desire to go out and reproduce it in other people, if you
became the trainer instead of the trainee, here are some of the things that could
happen if only one person got a hold of this concept, followed the Lord to a place
of maturity, and started discipling another person. If you only did this with one
person per year, at the end of one year, there would be you and the person you
discipled-two. At the end of two years, there'd be four. But, if you could continue
to follow that, at the end of ten years there'd be 1,024 people who had been
discipled and were reproducing members of the body of Christ. If you continued,
with only one person originally receiving this, at the end of twenty years there'd
be over a million people. That's awesome. This is the method of multiplication
that the Lord established-going and making disciples, not going and making
converts. It's by far the best way to expand the kingdom to reach people, but our
mindset is looking for the quick fix.
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How many people go to large crusades, make commitments, go proclaim to be
Christians, still have anger, bitterness, and jealousy, and become negative
witnesses? If we want to count statistics, how many people have been turned
away from the true Gospel because they saw someone who proclaimed
Christianity and thought, I'm as goodas the hypocrites down there at church. |
don't needH.

The whole point is that discipleship is the method God set down for evangelizing

the world. The truth doesn't make you free until you continue in the Word (John

8:31-32). That's what God wants for each individual so they can experience His

fullness, but it's also the method of evangelism that He set down. Whoever

The Bible Promises Eternal Lif e

"The witness is this, that God has given us eternal life, and this life is in His Son. He
who has the Son has the life; he who does not have the Son of God does not have
life. These things | have written to you who believe in the name of the Son of God,
in order that you may know that you have eternal life" (1 John 5:11 -13).

Thank God often that Christ is in your life and that He will never leave you

(Hebrews 13:5 ). You can know on the basis of His promise that Christ lives in you
and that you have eternal life from the very moment you invite Him in. He will not
deceive you.

An important reminder...
Do Not Depend on Feelings

The promise of God's Word, the Bible - not our feelings - is our authority. The
Christian lives by faith (trust) in the trustworthiness of God Himself and His Word.

This train diagram illustrates the relationship among fact (God and His Word),
faith  (our trust in God and His Word), and feeling (the result of o ur faith and
obedience) ( John 14:21 ).

The train will run with or without a caboose. However, it would be useless to
attempt to pull the train by the caboose. In the same way, as Christians we do not
depend on feelings or emotions, but we place our faith (trust) in the

trustworthiness of God and the promises of His Word.

WHAT THE BIBLE IS

Many scholars have rightly asserted that the Bible is a library of
books, not justone single book. In fact, there are sixtgix books in
the Bible--thirty -nine in the Old Testament and twentyseven in the
New Testament. The word Bible itself comes from two Greek words,
biblion, meaning book, and biblio, meaning litte books. Thud)é
Bibke is a collection of sixtysix litte books written by many authors
over a long period of time.
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In this chapter, we are particularly concerned with the general
composition and content of the Bible. In this light, every Bible
student is aware that here are two main divisions of our Christian

Bible: the Old and New Testaments or the Old and New Covenants.

STRUCTURE AND COMPOSITION

The Old Testament, first and foremost the Bible of the Jews, is
composed of three divisions of literature, which is arranged differently
from our English Bible.

Notes for Bible Readers
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1.) The historical and literary background. Know the history of the

various books of the Bible helps our understanding of it. It is

important to know the history of both Old and New Testaments.

The many oral traditions that finally were recorded in the first five

books of the Old Testament, did not get gathered until the Exilic period.

2.) The help of a devotional guide. Many Christians have made it a

habit to read the Bible daily, often making use of a devotional guide,

such as The Secret Place.

However, such reading should not be the only kind we do.

Personal enrichment and inspiration are found in reading a book
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through in one sitting, e.g., one of the Gospels, the two letters to
Timothy, or the books of Job or of Ruth. Brief devotional readings do
not take the place of concentrated reading of the Bible to discover

Verses and chapters are an artificial way of breaking up books

originally intended to be read in larger chunks.

While not many have an opportunity to read a book of the Bible each
day, all of us who are serious about growing in our appreciation of the
Bible need to find time to read significant sections of it, usually more
than ten verses. Try reading Isaiah 40 at one time. Read two or more
Psalms at a sitting. The total impact of such sustained reading may be
greater than a few verses dutifully scanned, however worthy the motive

and the effort.

4.) Reading the Bible from cover to cover. While many have done this

and have benefited from it, it is not recommended for beginning

readers. The books of the Bible were not assembled in the order in
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which they appear. In chronological order the New Testament would

7.) Reading the Bible and newspaper together. Bible truths have

meaning for human events in the present day. Just as one benefits

from keeping in touch with the day to day news, (community,

national, and international), one also benefits from systematic and

serious study of the Scriptures.

As we develop our ability to analyze the daily newspaper and as we
grow in our appreciation of the unity and diversity of the Bible, we will
recognize how various books of the Bible have something significant to

say about the events of the day.

8.) Reading the Bible for devotions. Many parts of the Bible lend

themselves to devotional reading, especially the Gospel of John and

the Psalms.
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However, if we limit ourselves to devotional reading only, we will miss
out on meaningful stories such as Ruth and Acts, or theologically
significant books, such as Galatians and Romans. We might miss the
historical books, such as Exodus, or the prophets such as Amos, Isaiah

and Jeremiah.

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The use of an authoritative commentary does help the reader better
appreciate the background as well as significance of Bible passages.

The
scholars writing in it should represent the central movement within
Christianity. Second, it should be published recently enough to
represent the advances of scholarship made within this generation.
One rule, for whatever value such rules have, is that the commentary

should not be older than the age of the user.

|. Observation and the Synthetic Method of Bible Study

Systematic observation is the first and most basic phase in the actual
practice of personal Bible study. Many times a person has a lot of
trouble figuring out what a Bible passage means becauke has not
first done the work of carefully and objectively observing exactly
what the passage says.

An observation is a statement regarding what the biblical text
actually says, how it says it, and what it omits. An observation is not
an interpretation. An observation has to do with the factual. An
interpretation has to do with the meaning and significance of the
factual. Notice the distinction between observation and

interpretation in the chart on page 20.
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It is very easy (and very common) for a persoto claim that he
observed something, when in reality, he both observed and
interpreted it. Very frequently we confuse the observation phase
with the interpretation phase, as in the following instances.

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vary according to the purpose of the student and the printed

references available.
